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BOOSTER MEETING MINUTES

JUNE 13, 2007

Sec report – Aline made a motion to accept the minutes and Ed seconded it.  Minutes were accepted for meeting of May 9, 2007.  Aline read a thank you letter from Principal Elaine Hanson for the 6 booster scholarships.  Aline will send PR to the newspapers to announce the booster scholarship winners.

Treasurer report - Ed made a motion to accept the treasurer report, Tom seconded it, and the report was accepted. A new sub account will be added for the new girl’s volleyball team. 
AD report – Chad was not present.  Todd had spoken to Chad had spoken to Todd about a new 2007-2008 captains meeting.  Todd would like the booster to  pay for these expenses.  All present agreed, Todd will look into this further.  
Scholarships -  Aline read a thank you from Alison Schrader for her booster scholarship.

Norfolk Day – Todd reported on Norfolk day.  He said that it should have been cancelled due to the weather.  The kids got candy, played basketball.  Todd suggests we buy a pop up canopy – Aline will look into it.
Aline volunteered to get the date for Wrentham Day in Sept and reserve space.

We will ask Paula to get Plainville’s town date.
Meeting Start Times - It was determined to start the July and August meetings at 8:00 pm to accommodate the summer ball schedules.  We will determine whether we continue with this time after the summer.

Cable Show Update – Tom Howard thanked Paula and Mary for all their involvement in the booster cable show.  He also suggested that we create a plaque and present it Ed O’Brien.  This plaque would be awarded each year to the directors of the Best Cable Show each year. 

Tom then handed out a Cable Show Mission Statement and introduced Andy Connors who is interested in hosting the show.  Andy is a history teacher at KP and a coach.  He has previous experience with Radio and TV, and is willing to take on the show as MC.  Andy and Tom will work with Frank Whitehead to move forward with the show and its details.  The meeting members were very excited to have Andy on board and thanked both Andy and Tom for their efforts and interest.  Tom also informed the group that Frank Whitehead has indicated that all three towns should be linked together by internet soon which will make the production more readily accessible to all three communities.  
Further discussion took place regarding other changes to the show. Todd suggested that we take this discussion further at a future booster meeting or separate sub committee meeting.

Varsity Jackets – The BOD is requesting that we review the varsity jacket policy. Ed made a comment that before we extend costs to the students for jackets we should review policies on three issues:

1) How are jackets awarded? 

2) Amount of jackets 

3) Point system  
It was agreed that the committee will address and visit these three points.  
After much discussion it was determined and voted that the students would pay $25 for the varsity jackets.  Aline made the motion, Donnie seconded it.  The vote was 4 – 2 in favor. The motion passed.   
Hock-a-mock Champion Jackets – Aline noted that money has been delegated to some teams in the past for winning the Hockamock title.  However it appears that the distribution of such money has been inconsistent.  A coach approached Aline requesting that we review this policy in order to create consistency for all teams.  The BOD will determine what has been past practice and present its findings to the committee.

Website – Todd has met with the new webmaster and has established some guidelines and wants for our new web site.  Todd asked that if anyone has any suggestions for the web site that they email him with all requests, info, comments.  Todd will be in contact with Dr. Robbat to obtain all website approvals.
Bottles and Cans -  It was determined that Policies and Procedures should be created. That teams should be made aware of these rules, and that some form of enforcement be created to keep this fundraiser appropriately maintained.  The boosters will review and start this process.  Aline has drafted a proposal that can act as a baseline for starting this discussion.  This discussion will take place at the next meeting. The booster board will be accepting applications from individual teams for team assignments for the fall, winter, spring and summer Bottle and Can seasons.   This information will be forward to Chad.
